On 16 March 2011 atf the homea site APHIS OHicial obsarved tha travaling perfarming elephanis that had recently
redurmed from travel and performing at other locations, Two of the elephants (Tory and Bimbo) were obzerved with
savere stiffness of the front imbs and abnormal gait. Another elephant (Betty) was observed to have intermittent
slifiness of tha front limbs. The facilily could nol pravide documentation o show hal elephants Bimbo and Betly had
been evaluated for fitness to travel and perform

The facility has failed provide adequate velerinary care 1o these elephants by not using appropriate methods o
agsess and treat the stifiness and gait issues associated with these elaphants. This could affect tha long term health
and wellbeing of these elephanis

Provide adequate velerinary care to these performing elephants by having the elephanis examined and evaluated by
a veterinarian that is experienced in elephant medicing and husbandry to assess their stiffness and gait issue, as well
as their suitability for travel and performanceas. Incleded in this evaluation should be a discussion on maneuvers and
behaviors required for perfformances, appropriate exercise, weights, diet, substrate and potential medications. The
evaluations should be performed at regular infervals and ongaing io assess the elephants suitability for performance
and travel throughoul the year.
